All children receive a membership card and cross upon initiation into the program.  

· Children gather in room #6 downstairs from 9:35-10:25. They first check their mailbox and see any notes or information about future club gatherings.  Clubhouse members then meet at their clubhouse mats, they are welcome to get a donut or cookie and may answer the question of the week with clubhouse members or have an opening activity ready for them.  

· The Gospel for that Sunday will typically be read at the opening of each session.  Then a group challenge that helps live out the gospel message will be given, clubhouses may go to different rooms to complete these challenges but will gather back in room #6 for dismissal.  Points will be awarded accordingly.  

· Clubhouses are then typically given an individual clubhouse challenge that they must meet in order to receive points. Individual club house challenges help groups learn about the Archdiocesan required curriculum at their grade level.  Points are awarded and time limits are given to complete challenges.   

· Integrated into the program are big group competitions that help to reinforce all that has been learned throughout the year.  Superbowl Sundae Competition and our Survivor Party!
· Field trips are also scheduled throughout the year for parents and kids to attend together.  Points are awarded for attendance.  We went to Holy Rood Cemetery and St. James Cathedral for our field trips last year. 
· WE end our year with a Children’s Mass, Potluck , Awards Celebration and a Dance.
